Agriculture:  growing vegetables or fruit, or raising animals in order to sell them for money

Conflict:  a disagreement between two people or groups, sometimes involving violence

Ecotourism:  a type of tourism in which people visit natural places on vacations

Environmental conservation:  a process where people try to protect the environment, the natural world, from being destroyed.  In the Amazon, environmental conservation means saving rare plants and animals and saving the rainforest

Fiesta:  a Spanish word meaning “party”

Income:  the money that a person or family makes

Indigenous community:  a group of people of a particular race that is native to a certain place

Protest:  when a group of people express their disagreement with a leader’s decision

Zoo:  an attraction where people view animals that are kept in cages
